What Makes IHN Unique? 

 IHN is the only agency in 

Northern Kentucky where 

every guest family stays 

together regardless of the 

children’s age. 

 Without IHN, families are 

forced to split up with 

older boys going to foster 

care, dads going to one 

agency and moms and 

little ones going to another. 

 The IHN program is 98% volunteer 

driven—allowing your contributions to 

go directly to the help of the guest 

families.

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History and Background 
Interfaith Hospitality Network of Northern 

Kentucky (IHN) is a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit 

organization affiliated with the national Family 

Promise Network. 

IHN brings shelter, meals and 

support services to families 

without homes and is the only 

agency in Northern Kentucky 

providing shelter to two-parent families while 

keeping the entire family together.   

Shelter Program 
IHN currently partners with 55 churches from the 

Northern Kentucky community.  Ten of these 

churches are Host Churches and serve as the 

physical location of our shelter.  The Host Church 

rotates on a weekly basis changing every Sunday.   

Homeless families are transported from the Day 

Center in Newport at 5:00 p.m. 

everyday to the Host Church for 

the evening.  The 

transportation is a 15-

passenger van owned and 

insured by IHN, but driven by 

church volunteers. 

Volunteers from the Host Churches and 45 

Support Churches provide 

a hot meal, evening 

activities and overnight 

hosts.  Bedding is also 

provided by IHN, but set 

up by volunteers. 

In the morning, volunteers serve guest families 

breakfast and provide adults with 

a bag lunch.  Families are then 

transported back to the Day 

Center in Newport. 

Day Center 
Located in Newport, 

Kentucky, guests use 

the Day Center from 

8:00 am to 5:00 pm.  

Each family has a 

private bathroom and 

shower for daily care 

needs plus a refrigerator, microwave and 

access to shared laundry, computers and 

television.   

Guests actively pursue 

employment, tend pre-

school children, shower 

and do laundry. 

The Day Center also 

provides guests with 

an individual mailing 

address and serves as 

a base for housing 

and employment 

services. 

Support Services 
Professional Case Management 

assists guests in identifying and 

securing needed resources for 

day care, education, 

employment and permanent 

housing. 

Transitional Housing 
IHN purchased a 

building adjacent to 

the Day Center to 

provide 3 apartment 

units for transitional 

housing, providing a 

critically needed bridge between the Shelter 

Program and independent living. 

Guests who have graduated from the Shelter 

Program and have achieved job security are 

able to live in these apartments free of rent 

and utility expenses for 4 to 6 months while 

they accumulate enough savings to pay off 

previous debt and save what they need for a 

deposit or down payment on permanent 

housing.   

This transitional housing will help guest 

families move more quickly from the Shelter 

Program into more independent living and still 

provide them immediate access to a case 

manager and support structure while they 

continue to increase their self-sufficiency, 

decrease debt and improve family dynamics, 

as they wait for permanent housing to 

become available. 

Family Mentoring Program 
Established in 

conjunction with 

Transitional 

Housing, 

volunteer mentors 

work with families 

one-on-one for a 

12 month period.  Primarily recruited from 

member congregations, mentor families strive 

to build committed relationships with the 

families we serve to help them define and 

meet mutually agreed upon goals in order to 

achieve and maintain self-reliance.
